4 The Award to Sardar M. Yasin Malik  as Life Time Patron.
A meeting of Office Bearers and Senior Members held on 5th July, 2018 to discuss the up-gradation of status of Sardar M. 5 Keeping in view his meritorious service as Chairman, CILT Pakistan from 2012 – 2018, it is proposed by senior EC Office Bearers and Members that he should be further elevated to “Life Time Patron” whereas President of Pakistan is “Patron in Chief” of CILT Pakistan. 

6 The House unanimously approved and awarded Sardar M.Yasin Malik  as “LIFE TIME PATRON”.

7 Membership Matters. The membership growth is highly satisfactory, especially the youth (ladies and gents) induction.  The Membership Committee deserves appreciation. The following is a summary of Membership during the year under review:-

8 Non Payment of Annual Subscription. It is rather sad to mention that almost 50% of members are defaulters in payment of Annual Subscription. About 250 members have been suspended due to non payment of dues for three years or more. The turnover of CILT Pakistan members is low and therefore I suggest a Committee be constituted to investigate into the reasons and suggest remedial measures.

9 Education and Training. The Education and Training program remains suspended by CILT International due to non observance of delegation agreement signed by Mr. Azhar Sajjad, the then Honorary Secretary in 2011 under the Chairmanship of Mrs. Nasreen Haque. 

10 The matter is under active follow up action with CILT International and hopefully, training program will be reactivated.  

11 Other Activities. Although, organized seminars and other activities remained few but some benefits were achieved by CILT Pakistan in other events. 
12 Report on CILT Pakistan’s 40th Anniversary Seminar held on 27th Jan, 2018 

Honorary Secretary has given complete briefing regarding Seminar that Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport (Pakistan) arranged 40th Anniversary Seminar on the subject of “The Role of Logistics & Transport in CPEC” on 27th January, 2018 at PAF Museum (Auditorium), Karachi. Honourable Minister of Transport (Sindh) Syed Nasir Hussain Shah  was the Chief Guest on the occasion. Over 100 members including Chairman, CILT(Pakistan) Sardar Yasin Malik, HI, SI, FCILT (UK) and senior members of Executive Committee attended the function. 
The event ended smoothly followed by lunch. Special issue of magazine consisting of 40 years history of CILT Pakistan issued to the participants. 
13 World Maritime Day. 70th World Maritime Celebration Day was organized by Capt. S.M.Ajmal Mahmoodi, FCILT (UK), Vice Chairman, CILT Pakistan on 9th October, 2018 at otel P Hotel Pearl Continental, Karachi. About 100 participants including members from CILT Pakistan  attended the function.  The event ended well followed by dinner.
14 CILT Pakistan’s Annual Get-together. We have planned to arrange Annual Get-together for members and their families in January, 2019. Details will be sent to all members shortly. 
15 Proposal  of  Aviation Institute of Management (AIM) for Joint Venture:-
(a) The Honorary Secretary gave the Initial briefing in the fourth Executive Committee Meeting which was held on 15th Nov, 2017 about the proposal. The further details about the joint venture were provided to the Chair and other EC Members by Prof. Wali Mughni & Prof Durrani. They showed their willingness to spend huge amount to construct class rooms, offices etc on the top (roof) of our existing building. The Aviation Institute of management (AIM) will also give the proper shape to our Auditorium; make a canteen for the staff and students.
(b) The CILT Pakistan shall be free from any obligations; all the expenses shall be borne by AIM. The CILT Pakistan shall pledge to provide needed space for the purpose (Education & Training).
(c) The Vice Chairmen himself and all other members principally agreed to the said proposal, subject to the legal opinion and the chairman’s consent for such an important project suitable to CILT Pakistan.
(d) AGM was held on 16th December, 2017 approved the proposal in the light of  legal opinion given by Mr. Aga Faquir Muhammad, CMILT (UK), Legal Advisor to CILT Pakistan. 

(e) The license agreement finalized and appro-ved in the 6th Executive Committee Meeting held on 30th May, 2018. 
16 Report on Construction of CILT House:
(a) The CILT Plot measuring 2515 square yards was allotted in 1984 and construction of the building was started in 2006 (after 20 years of allotment) through donations and life time membership fee funds. The building (Ground Floor) was partially constructed in 2012 without finishing of building. The Auditorium and its allied facilities development was not undertaken after construction for the last 12 years. However, renovation work was carried out through the donations given by Chairman, CILT Pakistan Sardar M. Yasin Malik, HI, SI, FCILT (UK) and some senior members named Capt. Khalil Ur Rahman Khan, Capt. S. Kamal A. Mahmoodi, Mr. Sabir Hassan, Capt. Nusrat Iqbal and Mr. Nasir Jamil. 

(b) By the grace of Al-Mighty Allah we are now able to proceed further for construction of first floor which was started in July, 2018. The construction work progress were brought to the knowledge of the EC Members in 7th and 8th Meeting, which was held on 21st July and 10th October, 2018. Details of work report under progress “CILTAIM” Project are mentioned below:-

Electrical work is under progress. However, complete finishing / renovation will be undertaken after completion of first floor. 
(c) Sardar M. Yasin Malik the then Chairman and the House appreciated the progress of construction. He said that this is a great breakthrough in the shortest  possible time, in the history of CILT, Pakistan. As such he has given the following decisions:-

(i) The cost of finishing work of ladies and gents toilet will be born by the Life Time Patron, CILT Pakistan as such public toilet at Karachi constructed by  the support of Chairman, CILT Pakistan. 

(ii) The feasibility of solar system be worked out which will be supported by Chairman himself. 

17 Visit of President of Islamic Republic of Pakistan. The President of Pakistan and Patron In Chief of CILT Pakistan will inaugurate the joint venture of CILT-AIM in the end of January, 2019. AIM has already taken the necessary steps for the VVIP visit. Finalization of date for the occasion is in process. 

18 Future International Activities. CILT (UK) is celebration Diamond Jubilee Ceremony of CILT International in June, 2019 at Manchester, UK. They are inviting members from all over the world including Pakistan. CILT (UK) will send details about registration, accommodation and travel arrangements next month. Members who wish to participate may register their names to CILT Pakistan.
